Uso: 
El presente continuo se usa para cosas que están pasando ahora mismo y para situaciones no permanentes.
Estructura:
Forma afirmativa
 Sujeto +TO BE + verbo  con –ING+ Objeto

El verbo auxiliar TO BE es el segundo en la oración y depende de la persona de la que estamos hablando. El verbo principal está en tercer lugar, siempre con la terminación -ING y lleva el significado principal de la oración.
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Ejemplos:
· WE ARE PLAYING TENNIS TODAY.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]SHE IS WRITING A LETTER NOW.
· I AM EATING A PIZZA AT THE MOMENT.

. For verbs that end in -O, -CH, -SH, -SS, -X, or -Z we add -ES in the third person.

go - goes
catch - catches
wash - washes
kiss - kisses

fix - fixes

buzz - buzzes

H 2. For verbs that end in a consonant + Y, we remove the Y and add -IES. '

marry - marries
study - studies

carry - caries
worry - worties

‘ PRESENT CONTINUOUS - SPELLING RULES

1.If the base verb ends in consonant + vowel + consonant, double the last letter:

Stop - Stopping
Run - Running
